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The UWR / MSAA joint demonstration project involves a two-phased approach:  system planning and design (Phase 1) and system deployment and evaluation (Phase 2).  Eight (8) sites were selected for Phase 1.  The three UWR/MSAA joint demonstration Phase 2 project sites who received funding in the amount of $2.85 million are listed below:   
Lower Savannah Council of Governments (LSCOG), Aiken, SC  

The Aiken team is led by Lower Savannah Council of Governments (LSCOG), a planning and development agency serving the southwestern South Carolina region.  The project aims to serve the consumers of the entire region by providing simplified access to transportation information and providing passengers with improved mobility options through ITS technology deployment.  The Aiken team focuses their effort on integrating existing ITS infrastructure and then expanding the technology to create efficiency and quality. 
Camden County Workforce Investment Board (CCWIB), Camden County, N.J.  

 The Camden County team is led by Camden County Workforce Investment Board (CCWIB), a nonprofit organization that provides coordinated planning, policy guidance and oversight for all workforce readiness programs in Camden County.  An institutional strength of the Camden County project comes from the CCWIB’s ability to connect public, nonprofit and private business leaderships toward a common mission of enhanced mobility management.  The Camden County project establishes a Faith-Based Foundation Collaborative to provide community transportation and plans to establish a one-stop call center for customers and incrementally deploys various ITS applications, such as computerized scheduling and dispatching and automated billing systems, for greater quality of mobility services.     

Paducah Area Transit System (PATS), Paducah, KY   
The Paducah team is led by Paducah Area Transit System (PATS), a public and human service community transportation provider in the western Kentucky region.  The Paducah project embraces a strong partnership with the region’s 211 system – a national human service information and referral initiative.   Once built, the Paducah Travel Management Coordination Center (TMCC) will enable customers to manage their individual mobility needs through the use of telephone, Internet website, community location kiosks and in person at all primary provider offices across the region.
