It is the intention of NJ TRANSIT to submit a statewide grant application to the federal government in the late spring/summer of 2011.  In order to be selected, your organization must be an active participant in the human services transportation coordination planning process.  Information on this process is contained in the application. 
It is a competitive grant process.  If an application is selected for inclusion in the statewide grant and the FTA approves the grant then the successful applicant will enter into a no fee agreement with NJ TRANSIT to operate and maintain the vehicle for the purposes detailed in the applicant’s application.
