Section 5311(f) Intercity Funding Requests

NJ TRANSIT administers the Federal Transit Administration’s (FTA) Section 5311(f) Intercity Grant Program in the State of New Jersey.  The goal of the program is to make available transportation assistance that provides rural residents with greater access to intercity and urban services. 
NJ TRANSIT is now accepting proposals from intercity bus operators, other private operators, public and non-profit providers of transportation who wish to apply for funding.   It is the intention of NJ TRANSIT to submit a statewide grant application to the federal government in the summer of 2011.  This process will make available intercity funding from two federal fiscal years of approximately $800,000 which can be used for operating, planning and/or capital.  
It is a competitive grant process.  If a proposal is selected for inclusion in the statewide grant the applicant will be asked to complete a more detail application which includes various federal requirements and certifications. Upon FTA approval the successful applicant will enter into an agreement with NJ TRANSIT to provide the services or maintain the equipment requested in the applicant’s application.

There are three ways to obtain a proposal request form. The proposal request form and the program’s State Management Plan which describes the purpose of the program and NJ TRANSIT’S management of the program is available on the New Jersey Community Transportation Training Program website, www.njcttp.org/united .
